In Jewish ritual and practice, we have believed that separation is the way we make 
something sacred, unique. Shabbat is a day separated out of the humdrum of weekly busy-
ness that makes one day of the week set aside to reconnect with all that we consider holy. 
Marriage is a commitment to a relationship that is separate, unique, sacred and sanctified. 
Is separation what we need to do in order to focus, attend and pause, to name in order to 
master or control our attentionð or lack thereof? Perhaps this need came out of a history 
in which as a people were seen as different and segregated out of the mainstream for 
discrimination practices too many to mention. In transforming a negative to a positive, 
separation was a means to focus on the beauty and difference of the day, the relationship, the individual items 
as we daily or weekly bless candles, wine or food. 
 

Is it time to adjust this thinking? Separation is fundamental to the hierarchyð a means of valuing or 
invalidating everything on an óeither-or' standard. 'Better than...' or 'worse thané' There is the adage that 
friends are people who dislike the same people. Is it time to transform óeither-or' thinking into a 'both-and' 
perspective of our world and each other? Imagine a reality in which we celebrate our diversity, for we will 
never all be alike. Uniformity is not the same as universality. A field of wildflowers is beautiful because of 
diverse natural growth that brings contrast and multiplicity to our vision. 
 

How would this apply to Jewish practice? If we continue to separate out, for a period of time in which to 
focus on the beauty of a moment, a practice or a ritual, is it not incumbent upon us to return that separated 
attention, moment or item back into a field of all that is sacred, sanctified and blessed? In her recent 
book, Whole Brain Living, Dr. Jill Bolte Taylor describes the transformation underway as a shift from left-
brain thinking to right-brainðand she beautifully describes this dichotomy not as much as distinction 
between left, masculine rationality and right-brain feminine intuition, but on a far grander scale, the shift 
from an left brain óego-based ómeô way of navigating our way through the physical realm, to a óweô based 
consciousness of wholeness that is the source of our Essence. Is the root of the word óshalomô not an 
understanding of wholeness, non-fragmentation, and completion? 
 

óWe' rather than ómeð a focus on finding what all people share in common rather than what separates us. 
Are you ready? May 2022 be the year of new beginnings as we each take the time to consider what óme - weô 
means to us individually, in order to affirm our intention to make the world a little better simply because we 
are hereð for more than just ourselves. Once aware, we translate the thoughts to deeds.
